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Using Portfolio Manager 


to Rate the Energy Performance of 


Acute Care & Children’s Hospitals

Use EPA’s online Portfolio Manager to rate the energy performance of your acute care or children’s hospital on a scale of 1 – 100, relative to similar facilities across the country.  Rating all of your facilities and updating the data regularly will help you take control of your organization’s energy performance.





USING THE RATING SYSTEM:


STEP-BY-STEP








1. Login Go to          www.energystar.gov


/benchmark.


Enter your user name 


and password in the














(e.g. ABC Hospital).  Fill in all required data.  Click “Save.”  Repeat for all additional spaces, including garage, parking lot and computer data centers. 


5. Enter Energy Data 


Scroll down to “Energy Meters” and select “Add Meter.” Input a meter ID and choose the energy type and unit of measurement.  Click “Save.” Enter the start date and number of months of data to be entered.  Input data and repeat for all meters and fuel types.





6. View Results


See the “Facility Performance” table to review rating, energy usage, energy costs, and target. 


7. Manage Account and Apply for Recognition


Use this area to share data, change your password, apply for the ENERGY STAR label, create a building profile, and more.

Portfolio Manager login box and click “Login.” Or, select “New User” to create a user name and password. Click “Save Profile” and login as above. 


2. Access Account 


The “Welcome” screen provides a link to your portfolio as well as any Portfolio Manager updates. Click “Access My Portfolio” to view your account or add a new facility.  


3. Add New Facility  


When “My Portfolio” screen appears, click “Add Facility.” Select “Add/Edit Contacts and Organizations” to enter basic information about the facility owner and the primary service and
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product provider.  Click “Save” and “Done” when finished.  Existing accounts can use the pull-down list to select the organization.  Click “Save” to continue.

This screen displays all of the data for this facility.  


4. Add Facility Information


Scroll down to the second table, “Space Use,” and click “Add Space.” Determine what space types need to be defined and enter the name of the first space type





ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

To use the rating system:


Gross floor area must be at least 10,000 square feet.


Hospital must have been in operation for at least 12 months.


No more than 10% of floor area designated as computer data center space.


At least 51% of total campus must be devoted to acute care medical services.

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RATING INTERPRETATION





Facilities in this range offer the greatest opportunity for financial and environmental improvement. Investing in new equipment and enhancing operational practices may have the greatest impact on your bottom line.














These top performing facilities offer examples of best practices as well as opportunities to gain recognition.  Continue to improve and maintain superior performance by focusing on operations and maintenance.











Score Interpretation











Facilities in this range may reap significant savings from concentration on simple, low-cost measures, such as improved operations and maintenance practices. Equipment upgrades could yield additional savings.
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NEW FEATURES





Consolidate accounts. Simplify organization-wide energy management by merging multiple accounts into one. From the Facility Summary page, select “Transfer” under “Sharing Data.” 


Share facilities across accounts. From the Facility Summary page, follow the links under the 'Sharing Data' section to provide another user with access to your building. 


Simplify energy management across your portfolio by grouping facilities. Determine appropriate groups (e.g. region, facility type, energy manager) and subgroups. Click “My Portfolio” then “Create Group.”


Receive “alerts.” These messages identify potential issues related to how energy or space use data was entered (e.g. old data, missing information). 


Download data into Excel.  Transfer building summary information or energy data into Excel using links in “My Portfolio” or “Energy Meter” view, respectively.


Set energy performance baseline and targets.  Establish a baseline and target by either defining a target rating or a target percent reduction.











HELPFUL HINTS





Energy data can be entered monthly or annually, except electricity, which must be monthly. To generate a rating, you need 12 consecutive months of data, and time period must be the same (overlapping) for all meters and fuel types.





Be sure to review the energy data you have entered for lapses in time. Where gaps occur, the tool may not be able to generate a rating. If no energy was used, enter a zero for that period.





When entering data, do not include commas or other punctuation in either energy consumption or cost.  The tool will do this for you.





When updating a facility’s energy use, enter the appropriate meter name and energy use data, while selecting the correct units of measurement.


 


Be sure to include the correct zip code, as the tool normalizes for weather.





Change your password and username at any time by selecting “Account Information” at the top of the screen.





Coordinate with your energy service provider or utility to help assess the performance of your hospital and implement upgrades.
