access to many of Kerry’s technologies.The center of excellence will 
be dedicated to the development and application of Kerry ingredients 
and beverage solutions.The building contains various developmental 
laboratories and Pilot Plant facilities to enable this research. 
The customer experience is an important part of the design.
