APPLIANCE PROMOTION

The 2003 ENERGY STAR Appliance Promotion is a collaborative effort between the U.S. Department of Energy and ENERGY STAR partners. The promotion seeks to increase awareness and sales of ENERGY STAR qualified appliances and reduce energy demand while providing a flexible platform that encourages partner participation.

RECYCLING

Retire. Recycle. Replace with ENERGY STAR.

I. Retire inefficient appliances. A 10-year-old refrigerator uses twice as much energy as a new ENERGY STAR qualified model.

II. Recycle. Recycling appliances saves enough energy to power about one fifth of all U.S. households every year.

III. Replace the old appliance with an ENERGY STAR qualified model.

Retire. Recycle. Replace with ENERGY STAR…Because it all comes back to you.

APPLIANCES

Appliances that meet strict energy efficiency guidelines set by the U.S. Department of Energy and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency earn the ENERGY STAR label.

Appliances have two price tags - the cost to buy them and the cost to run them.

Products that earn the ENERGY STAR label provide savings on the second price tag.

Clothes Washers

ENERGY STAR qualified clothes washers save energy, water, and money. The most efficient models use 50% less water than conventional clothes washers. Think of it as your clothes taking a shower instead of a bath. The water a customer saves every year by purchasing a new ENERGY STAR qualified clothes washer over a conventional model is enough to do 12 month’s worth of laundry. Using less water is the key to energy savings as well. Less water in the washer tub means less water to heat. In fact, 90% of the energy it takes to run a clothes washer goes towards heating the water. Switch to ENERGY STAR qualified clothes washers and save.

Dishwashers

ENERGY STAR qualified dishwashers save energy throughout the house. Internal heaters in ENERGY STAR qualified models boost the water temperature just where and when it’s needed. This allows consumers to lower their water heater temperature from 140 degrees to 120 degrees and see up to a 10% reduction in heating costs.

ENERGY STAR qualified models exceed the federal energy consumption standard by up to 25% in efficiency. Replacing a 10 year old dishwasher with an ENERGY STAR qualified model can save more than $30 a year in energy costs.

Refrigerators

Replace an old refrigerator with an ENERGY STAR qualified model and save between $28 and $57 on electricity, depending on utility rates. ENERGY STAR qualified models are on average 40% more efficient that refrigerators that are just 10 years old. An ENERGY STAR qualified refrigerator uses less energy in a year than a 75-watt light bulb left on all year long.

Room Air conditioners

Replace that aging room air conditioner with an ENERGY STAR qualified model and cool utility bills by up to $35. The two most important features of a new room air conditioner are the ENERGY STAR label and the size of the unit. Make sure the unit is the right size for the room.
