Describing the 2003 ENERGY STAR Cool Change Campaign

· The ENERGY STAR Cool Change Campaign aims to encourage homeowners with cooling equipment that is more than 10 years old to consider making a change to cooling equipment that has earned the ENERGY STAR—to save energy, money and protect the environment.

· ENERGY STAR Cool Change is an educational campaign to arm consumers with the information they need to make a smart replacement to high efficiency cooling equipment before summer hits and old equipment breaks down.

Central Air Conditioner Specific Language:

· Disclaimer language: * Use this essential language when advertising the ENERGY STAR mark on split-system central air conditioners, as many units do not meet ENERGY STAR guidelines unless installed with the matching coil. 

· "This product meets ENERGY STAR requirements when used with the appropriate coil.  Ask your dealer for details."  

· Replace your old central air conditioner with an ENERGY STAR. ENERGY STAR qualified central air conditioners are 25–40% more energy efficient than new conventional models, costing you less to operate.  

· Central air conditioners that have earned the ENERGY STAR have a higher Seasonal Energy Efficiency Ratio (SEER) than standard models. The higher the SEER, the greater the level of efficiency. This means more savings for you and the environment! 

· Don’t forget that proper sizing and a quality installation are critical to the energy efficiency of your new system and home comfort. Be sure to hire a trusted technician who uses the Manual J calculation tool to assess the right sized unit for your home.

Heat Pump Specific Language:

General:

· ENERGY STAR qualified heat pumps use 20-30 percent less energy than standard cooling equipment. 

Air-Source Heat Pumps:

· Make a change to an ENERGY STAR qualified electric air-source heat pump. Electric heat pumps are about 20% more energy-efficient than standard cooling equipment and work by removing excess heat from indoor air and releasing it outdoors--helping you save money on your utility bills while protecting the environment. 

Geothermal Heat Pumps:

· If you’re building a new home, consider installing an ENERGY STAR qualified geothermal heat pump. 

· ENERGY STAR qualified geothermal heat pumps are 30% more energy-efficient than new conventional cooling equipment, saving you money on your energy bills and providing a quick return on your investment.  

· ENERGY STAR qualified geothermal heat pumps are quieter than conventional systems and include water-heating capabilities. 

Programmable Thermostat Specific Language:

· Save energy and money in your sleep!  By using an ENERGY STAR qualified programmable thermostat with its four pre-programmed settings to consistently control your home’s temperature during weekends and weekdays, you can sleep easy knowing that you’re saving about $100 every year in energy costs.
