Telephones

For the first time, you can find the Energy Star on cordless phones, answering machines and combination units. Telephone products that have earned the Energy Star operate on one-third of the energy required by standard models, so they're better for the environment.

In the next ten years, if all telephone products sold in the US were Energy Star qualified, Americans would save approximately $4 billion on energy bills and remove 66 billion pounds of greenhouse gas emissions from our environment - the equivalent of the pollution produced by more than 500,000 cars!

TV's and VCRs

Each year, Americans spend $1 billion to power TVs and VCRs when we are not using them. TVs and VCRs that have earned the Energy Star can save half of that - or $500 million each year. And, if half of all US households replaced their regular TV with an Energy Star model, it would eliminate the equivalent of the pollution produced by one power plant!

Energy Star qualified TVs and VCRs consume 4 watts or less of power when switched off, compared to conventional models which use up to 12 watts, yet they cost the same. That adds up to 75% less energy used to power the same features and high-quality performance that you're used to.

Energy Star Labeled Home Audio and DVD Players

A standard home entertainment system uses most of its electricity when it's turned off - - not while you're watching a movie. In fact, 90% of all electricity used to power home audio products such as CD players, rack systems and cassette decks, is consumed when they are off! Home audio products and DVD players that have earned the Energy Star consume up to 75% less energy during standby.

The Big Picture 

If consumers bought only Energy Star labeled electronics products through 2005, our nation would save $1.3 billion each year in energy bills, as well as help combat global climate change by reducing greenhouse gas emissions. A simple change for the better means cleaner air and a brighter future for us all.
