· ENERGY STAR Label:  Users applying for the ENERGY STAR label for facilities with over 1,000,000 square feet of floor space are given an eligibility alert and are required to explain their facility’s unusually high floor space.  The user’s response, like other eligibility alerts, is displayed back on the LAT checklist for verification by the label administrators.
