Thank you for sending the meeting notes from "Energy Star Steamer Industry Meeting" of May 20th.  We have reviewed these comments and have following comments:

 (1) The steamer industry is poised to go through a product change in which we expect the units with boilers being replaced by "boilerless" units over the next few years. This change is being driven mainly by users to eliminate the expense of treating water and replacement costs of boilers that get choked with lime. Both boilerless and connectionless units have pressureless cooking compartments. The boilerless units are different than "connectionless" units - they have a higher power input ratings and a hard plumbed water connection. Therefore [we] recommend that the Energy Star ratings for steamers should be divided into 3 sub-categories - steamers that are (a) connectionless (b) boilerless and (c) pressurized cooking compartment. Each of these classifications has a distinct market base.
 

(2) We had discussed the issue if sharing market share data through a third party. It appears that the method and organization issues were not discussed at this meeting.
