EPA relies on research, stakeholder comments, and several sets of 

analyses (feasibility, availability, national energy savings, household energy savings, 

cost-effectiveness, and payback) to evaluate whether potential criteria levels are in line 

with the ENERGY STAR Strategic Vision and Guiding Principles.
