· There are more than 41 million water heaters nationwide that are at least 10 years old. If yours is 10 years or older, consider replacing it with a new ENERGY STAR certified water heater now, before it fails.
· Water heaters account for 17 percent of residential energy consumption, costing households up to $600 every year in energy costs. Homeowners who invest in a planned replacement of their old water heater with a new ENERGY STAR certified unit can save thousands of dollars in energy costs and avoid potentially costly clean up when their old unit fails.

ENERGY STAR Electric Storage (HPWH) Water Heaters:

· ENERGY STAR certified electric storage water heaters, also called heat pump water heaters, use less than half the energy of standard models.
· ENERGY STAR heat pump water heaters use a highly efficient heat pump to transfer heat from the surrounding air to the water. If the surrounding air is too cold, the unit can switch to the electric heating element to heat the water.
· Depending on how big your household is, an ENERGY STAR certified heat pump water heater can save from $350 to more than $6,000 in energy costs over its 10-year lifespan.  

ENERGY STAR Gas Storage Water Heaters:
· ENERGY STAR certified gas storage water heaters are about 15 percent more efficient than conventional models. 
· ENERGY STAR gas storage water heaters have better insulation, heat traps and more efficient burners to keep the water hot.
· An ENERGY STAR certified gas storage water heater can save up to $1,000 over the life of the unit. *based on household size and 13-year lifespan
